All Classes must be pre entered and ENTRIES may be made Online ONLY at www.fifeshow.com.   
BS Numbers are required for horse, rider and owner.  
 
PARAMEDIC FEE: a compulsory fee of £3 (inc. VAT) per rider is payable to offset the cost of paramedic 
provision.  Please ensure the £3 COMPULSORY PARAMEDIC FEE per rider is included before confirming 
your basket total.  
 
You will receive an email detailing your online entries processed, which will also act as your VAT receipt if 
required – if not received, please check your junk folder.  
 
RULES:  Please make sure you have read the Fife Show Livestock Rules on the Entries page of the website or 
on the online entry system.  By completing an Online Entry Form, you are declaring that you have read, 
and agree to abide by, both the Entries Information, included herewith, as well as the Fife Show Rules. BS 
Rules will also apply.  
 
CLOSING DATE:  13th May at 12 noon. No entries will be accepted after that time.  
 
TICKET ALLOCATION: In 2024, admission wristbands will be used – PLEASE NOTE, these will be NOT be 
posted to you in advance. Wristbands are not required for admission to the Lorry Park – please go to the 
Light Horse Convener’s tent, in the Lorry Park, on your arrival, where each rider can collect their 
wristbands. These will be required for entry to the Main Showfield and should be worn at all times when on 
the Showfield.  Your wristbands will be in an envelope ready for you to collect, with the name of whoever 
made the entries on it.  
 
Each rider entering 1-3 horses will be given 2 admission wristbands; further wristbands may be purchased 
along with your entries. If 4 different horses are entered, 3 admission wristbands will be given. All grooms, 
owners etc must have a wristband. 
No wristbands are required for Sunday classes.  PLEASE NOTE: youngsters aged Under 16yrs are admitted 
free of charge when with an adult, and no wristband is required for them.  
 
WITHDRAWAL OF ENTRIES/REFUNDS: BS Rules apply.  
 
INSURANCE: as an exhibitor/owner, you are personally responsible for damages to third parties caused by 
you, your employees, support personnel, your agents or your animals. All exhibitors/owners, therefore, 
must have valid third-party liability insurance.  
 
HORSE PASSPORTS:  must be brought to the Show, as checks might be undertaken.
