MARMALADE CAKE

225g Plain Flour Zest of 1 orange and 1 Lemon

15g Baking Powder 150ml Milk

125g Dark Soft Brown Sugar 1 Teaspoon White Wine Vinegar

125g Unsalted Butter 1 large Tablespoon Marmalade

1 teaspoon Ground Mixed Spice 1 Tablespoon Demerara Sugar

125g Dried Mixed Fruit

Pre-heat non fan oven 180oc. Grease and line a 7” round cake tin. Mix flour,
baking powder and sugar together in large mixing bowl. Add the butter and rub
through your fingers until mixture resembles breadcrumbs. Add mixed spice,
mixed fruit and zest and mix together. Add the milk, a little at a time, and mix
well. Add white wine vinegar and marmalade and mix well. Spoon mixture into
prepared cake tin and flatten with the back of a spoon. Sprinkle demerara
sugar onto mixture. Bake in the centre of a preheated oven for 1 1/2hours or

until firm to touch. Cool cake in tin before transferring to a wire rack.
