I enclose with this letter your Exhibitors wristbands and RED vehicle labels which should be clearly displayed on your windscreen, this will ensure that you are directed to Livestock. Please wear your wristband on entry to the showground. All livestock are located next to the hard tarmac road accessed by the RED gate from where you will be directed to the livestock area. When unloading please ensure at least 2 handlers are present. After unloading, please park sensibly as directed in the livestock parking as space is limited, trailers please park under the trees where possible.
Caterers will be on the showground and open from 12 noon until 7.30pm on Friday 2nd September and on Saturday 7am to 6pm

Cattle, Sheep, and Cereal judging commences at 9am, Goat judging from 6am. We have free covered accommodation for cattle together with  ½  a conventional bale of straw per animal.  If you are arriving at the show with cattle on Friday please arrive between 2- 8pm and on show day between 7-8am ONLY. Please ensure you hand in your  VALID TB Pre-movement certificate on arrival as NO cattle will be allowed without this.
Exhibitors from "LRA" will trigger a 60 day standstill upon return from the show, until a POST movement test is performed.
Sheep and goat exhibitors please note that you will need LIS forms for the return of sheep and goats.
Also enclosed with this letter are bio-security guidelines and a Livestock Registration Form which must be completed and the declaration at the bottom signed, you MUST hand this to Stewards before unloading of ALL livestock. Without this information we will regretfully refuse entry to the Show. Cattle numbers can be collected on arrival at booking in.

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Bio security at Alresford Show
NOTES FOR EXHIBITORS RELATING TO CATTLE SHEEP GOATS AND PIGS
Be Seen to be clean!
The biosecurity regulations set out by DEFRA require us to ensure that animal dung does not get spread from one animal to another. Cleanliness is the key. Please help us by following the guidelines below.
Before the show
Please ensure that your trailer is clean and disinfected before you leave home. Please bring all passports with you for any cattle coming to the show and all relevant TB documents. Ensure you have a general movement licence for pigs, sheep and goats.
On arrival at the show
On arrival at the showground you will be directed to the Livestock area. All animals will be inspected on arrival for signs of notifiable disease by our veterinary surgeons. A steward will deal with all paperwork. Please note LIS forms will be required for return of sheep and goats
Protective clothing
Please ensure that all clothing and footwear is clean. Stewards will restrict access to any judge, stockman or stock owner who arrives with dirty clothing/footwear until it is changed or cleansed and disinfected. You are obliged to ensure you do not leave the animal area unless all clothing and footwear is clean. Footbaths will be provided at the exits and clearly signposted facilities at the animal area for you to change, clean and disinfect clothes, wash hands and dispose of paper towels.
Arriving at the show
Goats may arrive from 12 noon and cattle from 2-8pm on Friday. For goats, cattle and sheep on show day please arrive between 7-8 am only. This is to enable our vets to inspect your livestock.
On returning home
Any equipment that has become visibly contaminated and likely to be used with livestock again must be cleansed and disinfected on leaving the animal area and a water supply, buckets and  disinfectant will be provided for that purpose. After you return home cleanse and disinfect your vehicle.
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
