Dogs competing do not require to be registered at the Kennel Club, but entries in these classes 

are only accepted on condition that each exhibitor agrees to exhibit under the regulations of the Scottish Kennel Club 

for Companion Dog classes. Dogs which have won any of the following awards are not eligible to enter the pedigree 

Classes: Challenge Certificate (or any award that counts towards the title of champion under the rules of any 

governing body recognised by the Kennel Club); Reserve Challenge Certificate; Junior Warrant. 

Only undocked dogs and legally docked dogs may be entered for exhibition at this Show. Dogs must be 6months old 

or over on Show day.
