6. ALL horticultural exhibits must have been grown by the exhibitor, except in the Horticultural Display Class, Floral Art and
Children’s Section. All exhibits in the Floral Art Section must be arranged in the marquee with the exception of classes 44, 45,

7. Re-entry to the amateur exhibiting area for competitors to collect their property will be allowed at 5.30pm on production of
their entry acceptance form. Competitors may have one assistant who should be named on the acceptance form and given the
tear off portion.
