TICKETING

All exhibitors will be required to have an e-ticket or wristband to gain entry to the show field. Adult exhibitors whose entry
fees total £10 or more (£9 for Sheep exhibitors) or children whose entry fees total £1 or more (unless otherwise stated) will
receive an exhibitor’s e-ticket to the showground per £10 spent, up to a maximum of 3 tickets.

Additional prepaid e-tickets can be purchased at the time of class entry (maximum 4 per exhibitor) at £10 for adults (£15 on
gate) and £3 for children aged 3 and over (£5 on gate). Children under 3 are admitted free of charge and do not require a
ticket. It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to bring a valid e-ticket or wristband with them on the day.

Exhibitors are responsible for complying with all regulations from all statutory bodies including all movement licenses
and restrictions. We also reserve the right to cancel any classes or indeed the show, should it be necessary. Refunds will not
be made.
