Rules & Regulations of the Show
All Exhibitors who enter shall be considered to have read the following Rules & Regulations as laid down by the Show Committee. Anything not covered but brought into question will be decided by the relevant authority.  
The decision of the Show Chairman & Committee will be final.

1) Entries must be lodged in a proper manner on the enclosed form(s) or online, signed by the Exhibitor or an authorised agent, and complying in full with these Regulations and any other conditions as may be specified in the current Rule books of Societies to which this Show has affiliated.
2) Horses and ponies must be entered under the name by which they are registered with their Breed Society and the name of the Owner(s) must be stated if different from the Exhibitor.
3) The appropriate Entry Fee MUST accompany the entry and must be received by the Closing Date.  Entry Fees will only be refunded on receipt of a Veterinary Certificate. £10.00 will be retained from cancelled entries for administration charges. Entries will not be accepted by Fax or by telephone – POSTAL ENTRIES** or ENTRIES ONLINE ON CORRECT FORMS ONLY (email entries will only be accepted once payment has been made and confirmed through our website).  Changes to Entries must be received in writing before the Closing Date.
4) The Society reserves the right to refuse or cancel any entry already accepted without any reason for so doing.  Should this occur, refund of Entry Fees shall be at the discretion of the Committee.
5) Where appropriate, all horses and ponies shall be fully and correctly registered with their respective Breed Society Stud Books and will be judged according to their Rules.
6) ALL stallions and 2/3 year old colts must hold a current DEFRA licence, unless otherwise governed by the individual Breed Society.  Stallions / Colts MUST NOT be led by Juniors who have not attained their 14th birthday before 1st January, 2025.
7) Exhibitors / Competitors should not enter a class which may result in simultaneous judging times in adjacent rings.  Classes WILL NOT be held up for exhibitors under any circumstances.
8) Any animal deemed to be out of control or presenting danger to other exhibits must be removed from the ring at the request of the Judge, Steward or Committee.
9) The Committee, any of its Officers, Assistants & Stewards shall not in any way be responsible for any loss, injury or damage that may happen to exhibitors or their assistants, or any other members of the public or to any animal or property, or to any vehicle brought into the showground or to any premises used in conjunction with the show, or while entering or leaving the same.
10) Exhibitors shall be responsible for the behaviour of their assistants & riders & all persons in charge of exhibits shall be subject to the orders of Stewards or Judges.  All exhibitors including grooms & other attendants, attending exhibitors in the judging rings must be correctly dressed wearing a jacket and must wear a hat.
11) DOGS – All dogs must be kept on a lead at all times.  Please clean up after your dog.
12) OBJECTIONS shall be made in writing with the Objector’s full name & address within 1 hour of the class concerned and lodged at the General Secretary’s Office together with the sum of £100 deposit.  The sum will be refunded if the objection is sustained, but if it is not sustained the deposit will be forfeited to the funds of Garstang & District Agricultural & Horticultural Society. The Committee reserves the right to refer the objection to the Society or Association under whose rules the class is being run.
13) It is strongly recommended that all exhibitors carry adequate Public Liability Insurance.  The Society does not accept any liability for any injury or damage sustained by any third party whatsoever.
14) The Judge’s decision is FINAL.  The Committee reserves the right to substitute, add or remove any Judge from any class or championship.
15) TIMETABLE  -  Classes will follow the timetable throughout although the Committee reserves the right to move / split classes should time / entry numbers prevail.  
Adequate announcements will be made should changes occur.
16) The number of animals which will give an individual show in any class shall be entirely the decision of the Judge(s).

17) HATS – Hard hats must be worn to the current BSI standard.  For classes run under the auspices of an individual Governing Body, their rules must be conformed to.  However, ALL RIDERS UNDER THE AGE OF 18 YEARS MUST WEAR A CORRECTLY FASTENED BSI STANDARD HAT AT ALL TIMES WHEN MOUNTED.
18) Handlers aged 14 years & under of Horses/Ponies in in-hand classes must wear correctly secured current British Standard Skull / Riding hats.
19) All animals must be sound.  All Judges have the right to request an examination of a horse / pony by the Official Veterinary Surgeon.  If, in his / her opinion the animal is not deemed fit to continue, it will be led from the ring & will not be presented for judging in any ring for the remainder of the day.
20) DISEASE  -  Any animal found to be suffering from any contagious or infectious disease shall be removed from the showground immediately at the request of the Official Veterinary Surgeon.  Any animal found to be affected in this manner will be further disqualified from competing & must be removed from the show field by the exhibitor without delay.
21) FLU VACCINATIONS  -  It is strongly recommended that all horses competing have Equine Influenza and Tetanus vaccinations. The requirement for the first 3 vaccinations is as follows: the first 2 vaccinations 21 – 92 days apart, a third booster between 150-215 days, and an annual booster vaccination within 365 days thereafter. No horse should enter competitions within 7 days of an EI vaccination. Foals should commence vaccinations at 6 months old. This Rule may be subject to change from guidance from the FEI/BEF and any changes will be notified via our website. (The current FEI ruling is for a six monthly booster as opposed to annual; therefore it is recommended that you check with shows that fall under FEI regulation before entering e.g. Windsor, Hickstead, HOYS etc) FULL PASSPORT MUST ACCOMPANY EVERY EQUINE IN TRANSIT.  Random horse passport checks may be carried out.
22) There will be provision of emergency Farriery services on the field.  However, exhibitors are recommended to ensure all routine farriery work is carried out prior to the show.
23) NO MUCKING OUT ON THE FIELD – Please take home all waste – livestock will be returning to graze the field within 2 days of the show.
24) Competitors are requested NOT to telephone the Show Office with queries concerning times of commencement of classes or numbers of entries.  This information WILL NOT BE GIVEN due to pressure of time.  Please allow plenty of time for your arrival prior to your first class. 
25) Throughout the duration of the show Lanes Veterinary, Green Lane are the Society’s on duty vets - should any Horse require emergency care by our named Vets, the exhibitor of that animal will be expected to cover this cost. 
26) All gas cylinders used on site must adhere to all safety regulations. 
27) Should your vehicle/s and/or equipment require towing onto/ from the show field in the event of inclement weather, the trustees, organizing committee, nor any of their servants shall be held responsible for any loss, injury or damage sustained by the applicants, their property, or their assistants. The Society accepts no liability whatsoever and should the applicant not agree to the terms then they will be left to organize their own entrance/exit onto the show field.
28) Exhibitors enter the show field at their own risk. The Garstang Agricultural & Horticultural Society and its members, secretary and directors accept no responsibility for any losses incurred on the show field. 
29) Exhibitors must have Public Liability Insurance which covers them when away from the holding.

Affiliated Societies’ Rules & Regulations

[bookmark: _Hlk157154950]Exhibitors are required by DEFRA to carry with them Official Identity Documents for all horses/ponies when competing or travelling. Competitors are reminded that it is a DEFRA requirement that the Official Identity Documents must be in the name of the legal owner within 30 days of ownership. This must be registered with the breed society, relevant studbook or ID issuing agency, dependant on breed/type of animal. Spot checks may be carried out at qualifying shows and by breed societies. 

BRITISH SHOW HORSE ASSOCIATION 

Held under the rules of the British Show Horse Association. Owners, Riders, Producers, InHand Handlers & Horses must be registered or have temporary membership with a Day/Show Ticket. Horses registered with the Association must be Owned, Exhibited, Produced and Ridden by current BSHA Members. Riders must be 15 years of age or older. Registration numbers must be quoted on your entry form.

DAY TICKETS & SHOW TICKETS 
Non-Members may purchase up to a maximum of 2 Day Tickets and two Show Tickets per Exhibitor, per Horse, per Rider, per season. A Day Ticket will allow entry into Amateur, Home Produced, In-Hand, Novice, Working, Young Rider, and Open Affiliated classes only, but will NOT allow entry into RIHS or HOYS qualifying classes (except RIHS Amateur Classes & RIHS Working Show Horse Class). 
A Show Ticket has the same criteria and covers all days of a Show running for longer than one day. Horses registered on a Day / Show Ticket do not require a JMB height certificate. Competitors can apply for a Day / Show Ticket by applying online on the BSHA website. 

Horses competing in the Sport Horse Breeding of Great Britain classes at their Affiliated Shows cannot compete in Hack, Cob and Riding Horse classes at the same show, on the same day and vice versa. This does not apply to SHB (GB) Ridden Sport Horse classes.

BSHA CLASSIC OF THE YEAR FINAL 
The highest placed unqualified exhibit in the top five in each Open Affiliated class (Hack, Cob, Maxi Cob, Riding Horse) will qualify to compete in the BSHA Classic of the Year Final. The Finals will be held at the BSHA National Championship Shows in September 2026.

Classes (37-43) are qualifiers for Horse of the Year Show. 

Qualification will not pass below fifth place, with the exception of classes at the 
BSHA National Championship Show. Qualification will be verified by the Horse of 
the Year Show Office. In accordance with BSHA rules the entered animal must hold Full Horse Registration with the BSHA in order to qualify. Upgrades to Full 
Registration cannot be made retrospectively. This fee is not the Horse of the Year 
Show contribution, which goes to Grandstand Media Ltd. 

Horses competing at the Horse of the Year Show and qualifying shows in The Hunter sections of The Sport Horse Breeding of Great Britain classes at their Affiliated Shows cannot compete in Hack, Cobs and Riding Horse classes at the same show and vice versa. This does not apply to SHB (GB) Ridden Sport Horse classes. 

The BSHA offers a Novice, Young Rider and Amateur rosette in each Open class 
and a Champion rosette for each section (with the exception of Open Working 
Show Horse, Ladies Show Horse & HOYS Hunter classes.

NOVICE WORKING SHOW HORSE: A Novice is a Show Horse that has not won a ridden first prize of £25 or more, or more than a total of £100 in any Working class, which were Affiliated to the Association at home or abroad, prior to 1st 30 January in the current year. Winnings as a 4-year-old are exempt unless that 4- year-old has won an Open Working class of £25 or more. Snaffle bridles may be or Exhibitors must have purchased a ‘Day Ticket’ in order to compete in Novice classes. 
Open ONLY to Hacks, Cobs, Maxi Cobs and Riding Horses, mare or gelding four years old and over, exceeding 148cms This class is NOT open to Hunters, ie those horses registered and competing as a Hunter or Working Hunter with BSHA, Sport Horse Breeding of Great Britain or The Showing Register for the current season. 
Fence heights minimum 2’3 maximum 2’6, maximum spread 2’6

RIHS & SEIB OPEN WORKING SHOW HORSE QUALIFYING CLASSES 
Class (65) is a qualifier for the Open Working Show Horse Championship at The Agria Royal International Horse Show. 

All affiliated BSHA Open Working Show Horse classes held prior to 1st June 2026 are qualifiers for the Agria Royal International Horse Show final and the SEIB Working Show Horse Final. For the RIHS qualification, the highest placed unqualified in the top five will qualify. For the SEIB Working Show Horse qualification, the two highest placed unqualified in the top five will qualify. RIHS Qualifying classes held after 1st August will carry the qualification forward to 2027, but only the WINNER will receive qualification in these cases. 

The Working Show Horse qualifying classes may be entered on a Day/Show Ticket, but appropriate membership and horse registration must be applied for within 14 days of the qualifier in order to confirm qualification. 

Any Horse which is a Grade B Showjumper, Intermediate Eventer, or above, on the 1st January of the current year, is not eligible to compete in any Working Show Horse class. 

A Rider may ride up to two Horses in the jumping phase but must then select one Horse to take through to the Ride and Conformation phases (if required). No change of Rider is allowed. 

Competitors qualifying at this show for the Agria Royal International Horse must submit their entries ONLINE at: https://www.hickstead.co.uk/entries-resultsschooling/the-agria-royal-international-horse-show/ 

Fence Heights minimum 2’9 maximum 3’0, maximum spread 3’0

BSHA Working Hunter: Mare, gelding or stallion (competing stallions must have a red, white and blue ribbon displayed in their tail), 4 years old and over, exceeding 148cm (14.2hh approx.) 
The maximum total points available is 100. This is made up of: Jumping points = Max 40 points, Style & Presence whilst Jumping = Max 20 points, Ride = Max 20 points, Conformation = max 20 points. Fences to be a minimum of 8 and a maximum of 12 in number and a maximum height of 1.14m (3ft 9ins) at the discretion of the Judges. Fences should have a natural appearance and not be easily dislodged. No unnumbered obstacles can be 29 included in the course. The manner of going to be taken into account. No change of rider or tack will be allowed (unless a horse is ridden under side-saddle, in which case, in order to allow the judge to ride, the saddle may be changed for the riding phase only). A rider can ride up to two horses in the jumping phase but then must select only one horse to take forward into the ride and conformation section if so required (no change of rider is allowed). A skull cap or hat and safety harness according to the present approved standards as per the current BSHA Rule Book; must be worn by ALL competitors in the jumping phase of Working Hunter classes. Skull caps must have a navy blue or black cover. No hind boots or bandages of any description are allowed in the collecting ring, warm up or in the actual class. On completion of the jumping phase ALL CLEAR ROUNDS and any other horses the judges may require should be asked to return to the ring. If a horse positively stops, ceases to go forward at any time during its jumping round, or turns its quarters to a fence, or has a complete turnaround; these constitute refusals. If a horse jumps the incorrect fence out of a pen or lane, it will be eliminated. Horses displaying continued disobedience, or horses leaving the ring whether mounted or dismounted will be eliminated. 

Open ONLY to Hunters, ie those horses registered and competing as a Hunter or Working Hunter with BSHA, Sport Horse Breeding of Great Britain or The Showing Register for the current season.

EASY CHIP NOVICE SERIES QUALIFIER Owners, Riders and Horses must be registered with BSHA or have temporary membership with a Day/Show Ticket. The highest placed unqualified horse in the top three in each class will qualify for the Easy Chip Novice Final at the BSHA National Championship Show in September. Horses competing as four and five-year-olds in BSHA classes, will retain Novice status, irrespective of any wins, placings or prize money accrued, unless they have been placed 1st – 5th at HOYS or RIHS in any OPEN Ridden class (with the exception of the Search for A Star Finals). Horses competing as a six year old or over, in BSHA classes, will retain Novice status unless they have been placed 1st – 5th at HOYS or RIHS in any OPEN Ridden class, BSHA or otherwise, (with the exception of the Search For A Star Finals) or have won a first prize of £25 or over in any showing class, excluding Working Show Horse Classes, Rising Star classes and finals, Ladies Show Horse or In-Hand classes, that were Affiliated to the Association, at home or abroad, prior to 1st January in the current year. Winnings as a four-year-old are exempt. If a horse changes category (ie from a Hack to a Riding Horse or vice versa), it may not revert to a Novice. Snaffle bridles may be worn for Novice classes.

UK PONIES & HORSES
1st, 2nd and 3rd placed competitors in the appropriate classes will qualify for the Gold Medal Series at the UK Ponies & Horses Spring Classic 2027.

However, in order to Qualify both Owner and Rider/Exhibitor need to be a current Showing Member and have a valid Qualifier card. Members should apply to CHAPS UK for the appropriate Qualifier Card. 

The CHAPS (UK) Championship Show will be held on 20th-22nd August 2026. 
Shows held after the 16th August 2026 will count as 2027 qualifiers. The following classes are CHAPS (UK) Qualifiers 28 – 31 & 44 & 45.

In ridden Classes, if a rider falls off at any time whilst in the ring, both pony and rider must leave the ring, rider dismounted, and take no further part.
