BASIS	OF	AWARDS
Production	points:	one	point	will	be	awarded	for	each	kilogram	of	butterfat	and	one	point	will	be	awarded	for	each	kilogram	of	protein	for	an	average	of	all
completed	lactations	regardless	of	length.	The	calving	interval	to	be	calculated	on	all	lactations	with	each	exhibit	to	have	calved	a	second	or	subsequent	calf	by
closing	date	of	entry.

Final	lactations	of	all	animals	to	be	calculated	to	305	days	only.

One	point	to	be	added	for	each	day	less	than	400	and	one	point	to	be	deducted	for	each	day	over	400	of	the	calving	interval.

Lactation	bonus	points:	Ten	points	to	be	allocated	for	each	completed	lactation	of	each	exhibit.

Inspection	points:	Maximum	inspection	points	to	be	awarded	to	the	pair	placed	first	will	be	50%	of	the	highest	production	points	in	the	class,	disregarding	bonus
points,	which	will	be	added	to	the	combined	total	of	production	and	inspection	points	and	all	other	placings	to	be	pointed	at	the	discretion	of	the	Judge.

Milk	recorded	entries	milked	three	times	a	day	will	be	subject	to	a	10%	reduction	on	their	production	points.

Final	awards	will	be	based	on	a	combination	of	production	and	inspection	points.
