This will be at the sole discretion of the 

Chief Sheep Steward. The Show has to retain this form in line with current scheme 

rules and submit to the scheme organisers.  Please enclose a copy of the valid MV 

Health Status Form with your entry form. 

Important: please ensure you have indicated on your form whether you are 

scrapie monitored.

To qualify for Shearling classes sheep must be over 1 year but under 2 years old.
