REGULATIONS

	1.
	All animals must be the bona-fide property of the Exhibitor.

	2.
	Entries will only be accepted if accompanied by the correct entry fee.

	3.
	All entries, with the exception of horses and the country home crafts section are to be in the Showground no later than 8.45am and remain until 4.00pm.  Country Home Crafts section all entries to be displayed by 6.30pm on Friday evening and to remain until 4.30pm on Saturday.

	4.
	All animals bought into the Showground shall be subject to the orders, regulations and rules of the Association or Officers appointed by them.  Cases of disobedience of orders will be reported to the Committee who reserve the right to disqualify a defaulter.

	5.
	All animal exhibitors must have adequate third party insurance.

	6.
	No unsound horse shall be eligible to win a prize.

	7.
	All horses must have an up to date vaccination for flu. Any that have recently started a course must have had the primary course of two injections prior to the show. At least 6 days should have passed since the last vaccination.

	8.
	Please note there will be no farrier at the show.

	9.
	Correctly secured British Standard Skull Caps/Riding hats (numbers in Horse section) that meet current safety standards and must be worn by children at all times when mounted.  Also these safety hats must be worn by all riders when jumping.

	10.
	In awarding the prizes to the cattle and sheep, the judges will be instructed to take into consideration their relative merits for breeding purposes.

	11.
	Any person making a false entry or giving a wrong description will be disqualified from taking a prize if awarded, such prize and all lesser prizes in that class, passing to the animals following in order of merit, except in such cases as the Schedule Committee shall decide otherwise. 

	12.
	Exhibitors of Bulls over 10 months of age must ensure that two people accompany the bull at all times when competing or moving the animal to and from the cattle lines to the ring.  No bulls born before 1st January 2024 can be exhibited in the Junior Stockperson Classes.

	13.
	All cattle entered will be double tied and must be suitably trained.  All sheep will be in pens. Gazebos MUST be pinned and weighted down.

	14.
	The Schedule Committee reserve to themselves the right to withhold any prize, make any alterations they deem necessary and also to settle any protest or dispute that may arise.

	15.
	Any person making a protest shall, within one hour from the time the class is judged, deposit £5 with the General Secretary and if the protest is not upheld the money shall be forfeited to the Association.  Should a protest be lodged relative to the age of any animal the same will be decided by the relevant Society’s Herd Book or by the Association’s Honorary Veterinary Surgeon and Dentition Rules.

	16.
	The Association will not be liable for any loss, damage or injury, which persons, stock or exhibits whatsoever may sustain, except where provided for in statute.

	The Organisers of this Show have taken reasonable precautions to ensure the health and safety of everyone present. RECIPE

Class: 5
Hungarian Fork Biscuits

Ingredients; 150g Self Raising Flour (or you can use plain flour but add 1 tsp baking powder), 100g block marg or butter softened, 50g caster sugar, 1 tsp vanilla extract OR finely grated zest of an orange or lemon.

Method; Preheat oven to 180° C, Gas 4, 350°F. Line 2 baking trays. Put softened marg or butter into a large bowl. Cream until soft. Add caster sugar and mix well. Add your flavour of choice and then the flour. Mix everything together with a wooden spoon, then using your hands bring the mixture into a ball. Divide dough into about 16 pieces each the size of a walnut and place on the lined baking trays making sure they are placed well enough apart. Using a fluted fork make an impression on the top of each biscuit. Bake for approx. 15 minutes or until lighted brown/golden colour. Cool on the baking tray for a few minutes then remove to a cooling rack.  Store in an air tight tin when cold.

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RECIPES

Class: 2
Cut and Come Again Cake

Ingredients:  12oz Self Raising Flour, 1 tsp mixed spice, ½ tsp ground nutmeg, 6oz butter (cold from the fridge), 4oz soft brown sugar, 8oz mixed dried fruits including ¼ glace cherries, 3 eggs lightly beaten, 12 tbs (170ml) milk.

Method:  Preheat oven 180°C, Gas 4, 360°F. Grease sides and bottom of an 8”/21cm cake tin and line with baking parchment paper. In a large bowl, add flour, spice, nutmeg and mix well together. Rub in cold butter until mixture resembles breadcrumbs.  Add sugar and dried fruits and cherries, mix well.  Add beaten eggs and milk and stir well with a wooden spoon making sure all the mixture is combined. Spoon mixture into prepared tin and bake on the middle shelf of the oven for around 1 hour until cake is golden brown in colour and a skewer comes out clean. Cool in the tin for 10 minutes then turn out onto a cooling rack until cold.  Store in an airtight tin.
 
Class: 3
Cornish Fairings

Ingredients: 4oz self raising flour, 2oz butter/margarine, 1 rounded tsp ground ginger, 1 tsp bicarbonate of soda, 2oz or 2 tsp golden syrup slightly warmed, 1 ½ oz granulated sugar.

Method: Preheat oven 190°C, Gas 5, 375°F. Line 2 baking sheets with baking parchment paper.  Sieve the flour, ground ginger and bicarbonate of soda into a bowl.  Rub in the butter/margarine to fine bread crumbs. Add the slightly warmed syrup and sugar. Form the mixture into a ball.  Divide the mixture into walnut size balls, place on the baking trays leaving space for them to spread. Flatten slightly with the back of the spoon. Bake 10-15 mins until golden and a cracked top has formed. Cool for 10 mins on the baking tray then remove carefully to a cooking rack. Store in an airtight tin.


Class: 4
Chocolate Banana Cake

Ingredients: 4oz butter softened, 6oz caster sugar, 2 ripe bananas mashed, 7oz self raising flour, 1oz cocoa, 4oz chocolate chips, 2 tbsp warm milk mixed with 1 tsp bicarbonate of soda.

Method: Preheat oven 180°C, Gas 4, 350°F. Lightly grease a 2 lb loaf tin and line with parchment paper. Measure all ingredients into a mixing bowl apart from the milk, bicarbonate of soda and chocolate chips. Beat remaining ingredients for at least 2 minutes until well blended. An electric mixer is best. Gently warm the milk, add the bicarbonate of soda and mix into the mixture.  Reserve a few of the chocolate chips to sprinkle over the top of the cake and stir the remainder of chips into the mixture. Spoon into the prepared tin.  Smooth the top and sprinkle over the chocolate chips onto the top.  Bake for approximately 1 hr or slightly less, (best to check after 50 minutes) until well risen and a fine skewer inserted in the centre of cake comes out clean. Cool in the tin for about 10 minutes then transfer to a cooling rack until completely cold.
