Any objection must be made in writing to the Show Secretary before 3.00pm on the first day of
the Show, together with a deposit of £5.00, which will be retained if the objection is not upheld
by the Committee.
Prize money will be paid by BACS after the show.
The Show is open to all exhibitors who need not be resident within the three counties of
Herefordshire, Worcestershire or Gloucestershire.
Competitors entering in classes A1 A2, A3, F1, G1 and L23, will receive an admission pass. For all
other classes, one 3-day show pass per exhibitor for not fewer than 5 entries.
One vehicle pass will be issued to exhibitors to enable them to deliver and collect their exhibits.
Please use the Yellow Gate off Blackmore Park Road. Once delivery has been completed all
vehicles must be removed from the showground to the car parks.



The appropriate wristbands will be given to exhibitors when they collect their class cards, in
accordance with regulation 15. If you have also entered the CANNA UK Giant Vegetables
Championship, your wristbands will be issued with the Exhibit cards for the Giant Vegetable
section.

17. Exhibitors wishing to park in the Harvest Pavilion car park must be in by 3pm on Sunday 24
September 2023, otherwise they will have to park in the Yellow car park and will not be allowed
entry until 6.15pm. There will be no vehicle exits from the Harvest Pavilion car park between 8am
and 6.15pm on Show days.

21. RHS and Three Counties Society statement for Floral Foam — 2023 Show Season:

As part of our efforts to improve sustainability and to make environmentally-minded choices when
planning our events, we will go ahead with the decision to ban ALL plastic containing foam at all shows
in 2023. Many current flora foams on the market are non-biodegradable and use micro-plastics and due
to nature of its use is very easy for these to get into the water supplies. We have taken the decision in
consultation with exhibitors, competitors, venues, and site managers.

What are the alternatives? There are several great floristry resources online proposing alternatives.
Some to consider include:

Chicken Wire or Metal Pins (kenzan)

Moss

Green Foliage.

Tubes and Water

Newspaper

Marbles

Pebbles

Sand

Gravel

Clay

If you are using a degradable alternative to floral foam such as Agra-wool please contact the relevant
show manager to confirm the product is suitable.
