All exhibitors must leave the Marquee by
6.30am. Judging will commence at 7.00am.

Exhibits should be NAMED where possible for the interest and education of onlookers. All exhibits
in Alpine classes must be named. Variety cards will be available from the Stewards.
VASES WILL BE AVAILABLE FOR CUT FLOWERS, but exhibitors may supply their own except where
stated otherwise in the schedule.

OFFICE BY TUESDAY 22 SEPTEMBER 2026.
Any objection must be made in writing to the Show Secretary before 3.00pm on the first day of the
Show, together with a deposit of £5.00, which will be retained if the objection is not upheld by the
Committee.
Trophies will be presented to the winners in the Harvest Pavilion on Friday 25 September at
3.30pm and Sunday 27 September at midday (and will then be retained by the Society). If you
would like a photograph taken with your exhibit, please inform the steward at the desk in
advance.
Prize money will be paid by BACS after the show.
The Show is open to all exhibitors who need not be resident within the three counties of
Herefordshire, Worcestershire or Gloucestershire.
Competitors entering in classes A1 A2, A3, F1, G1 and L23, will receive an admission pass. For all
other classes, one 3-day show pass per exhibitor for NO FEWER THAN 5 ENTRIES.

If you have entered the CANNA competition section as well as the Grow to show competition section,
please note that tickets will only be issued with CANNA entries and not from Grow to Show.

One vehicle pass will be issued to exhibitors to enable them to deliver and collect their exhibits.
Please use the Main Showground entrance off Blackmore Park Road, turn left immediately before
the Yellow Gate entrance and gates to the Harvest Pavilion Car Park are located on the right.

The appropriate wristbands will be given to exhibitors when they collect their class cards, in
accordance with regulation 16. If you have also entered the CANNA UK Giant Vegetables
Championship, your wristbands will be issued with the Exhibit cards for the Giant Vegetable
section.
