DISPLAYED ON A CARD NO LARGER THAN 15cm X 10cm.

2. No exhibitor shall represent more than one Club in Classes 1 — 4.
All exhibits to be judged in accordance with NAFAS Competition Manual Fourth
Edition 2023.

The judge’s decision is final.
