Correctness of Details  
(Reg 18) 

It is the Exhibitors’ or Competitors’ responsibility to ensure that all the 
information provided is correct. 

Refunds (Reg 20) 

Refunds will only be provided on production of a veterinary certificate. which 
must be received by the Entries Office no more than 7 days after the last day of 
Show. Levies included in the entry fee will not be refunded.  Stable fees will not 
be refunded. 

Eligibility to Enter  
(Reg 21) 

Exhibitors must ensure the entry is registered with the appropriate breed 
society for the classes being entered and, where necessary, the Owner, Rider 
and Exhibitor. 

Payment of Prizes 
(Regs 35 & 36) 

Winning exhibitors will be issued with a prize money voucher which must be 
redeemed during the show.  Vouchers not presented will be forfeited.   

Objections (Reg 40) 
Must be made in writing and submitted to the Society Office no later than 
17:00 on the day of the class and accompanied by a deposit of £50.

Condition of Entry 

Details of entries made will only be shared with breed societies and/or shows 
to confirm eligibility and/or qualification.  Results will be displayed on the 
Show’s web site. Breed societies will also provide/use some of your 
information.  Please go to the relevant society’s web page to view their policy 
as to how, when and why your details will be used.   

Equine Flu (Reg 49) 

All equines attending the Royal Bath & West Show 2024 must have been 
vaccinated for Equine Influenza.   

The requirement for the first 3 vaccinations is as follows: the first 2 vaccinations 
21 – 92 days apart, a third booster between 150-215 days, and an annual 
booster vaccination within 365 days thereafter.   

No horse should enter competitions within 7 days of an EI vaccination.  

Foals should commence vaccinations at 6 months old.

Competitors are reminded that it is a DEFRA requirement that the Official Identity 
Documents must be in the name of the legal owner within 30 days of ownership. This must be registered 
with the breed society, relevant studbook or ID issuing agency, dependant on breed/type of animal. Spot 
checks may be carried out at qualifying shows and by breed societies. 

Shire Horse Society Silver Spoon 
A spoon and rosette will be awarded for the Best Shire Mare or Filly exhibited in the in-hand classes. The 
winning animal must be registered or eligible for registration in the Stud Book or Grade B register and the 
winner MUST be a member of the Shire Horse Society.

1. Qualifiers must be from Recognised Heavy Horse Breeds of any age; Stallions, Colts, Mares, Fillies

and Geldings.

2. (a)  The In-Hand Qualifier must be the Show Champion of the day. If the Champion is already

qualified at a previous Qualifier Show then the Qualifier position can go down the line to 4th place,

at the Judge’s discretion. If the top 4 horses have already qualified then no Qualifier can be awarded.

(b) The Show Harness and/or Decorated Harness Qualifier must be the highest placed on the day,

down to 4th position at the Judge’s discretion.

3. If a Qualifier is subsequently unable to attend the Championships on 22nd September at the Turnpike

Showground (between Shaftesbury and Gillingham in North Dorset) then the Championship

Secretary must be notified no later than 7th September 2024. The Qualification can then be passed

to the next eligible horse.

Each horse that qualifies will receive a Qualifier rosette.
