All equines attending the Royal Bath & West Show 2025 must have been
vaccinated for Equine Influenza.

The requirement for the first 3 vaccinations is as follows: the first 2 vaccinations
21-92 days apart, a third booster between 150-215 days, and an annual booster
vaccination within 365 days thereafter.

No horse should enter competitions within 7 days of an El vaccination.
Foals should commence vaccinations at 6 months old.

DAY TICKETS: Non-Members may purchase up to a maximum of 2 Day Tickets and two Show Tickets per
Exhibitor, per Horse, per Rider, per season. A Day Ticket will allow entry into Amateur, Home Produced,
In-Hand, Novice, Working, Young Rider and Open affiliated classes only, BUT WILL NOT ALLOW entry into
RIHS (excluding Working Show Horse) or HOYS qualifying classes (except RIHS Amateur Classes & RIHS
Working Show Horse Class). A Show Ticket has the same criteria and covers all days of a Show running
for longer than one day. Horses registered on a Day / Show Ticket do not require a JMB height
certificate. Competitors can apply for a Day / Show Ticket by applying online on the BSHA website.

Horse of the Year Show

Classes H2 & H3 are qualifiers for Horse of the Year Show, NEC, Birmingham, 8""-12%" October 2025, and
will attract a £18.00 Horse of the Year Show contribution with each entry. Qualification will not pass
below fifth place. Qualification will be verified by the Horse of the Year Show office. In accordance with
BSHA rules the entered animal must hold Full Horse Registration with the BSHA in order to qualify.
Upgrades to Full Registration cannot be made retrospectively. This fee is not the Horse of the Year Show
contribution, which goes to Grandstand Media Ltd.

Horses competing at the Horse of the Year Show and qualifying shows in The Hunter sections of The
Sport Horse Breeding of Great Britain classes at their Affiliated Shows cannot compete in Hack, Cobs and
Riding Horse classes at the same show and vice versa. This does not apply to SHB (GB) Ridden Sport
Horse classes.

The BSHA offers a Novice, Young Rider and Amateur rosette in each Open class and a Champion rosette
for each section (with the exception of Open Working Show Horse, Ladies Show Horse & HOYS Hunter
classes.

The qualifying horse will be the highest placed, previously unqualified, exhibit within the top 5 placings.

Horses competing as four- and five-year-olds in BSHA
classes, will retain Novice status, irrespective of any wins, placings or prize money accrued, unless
they have been placed 1st — 5th at HOYS or RIHS in any OPEN Ridden class (with the exception of
the Search for A Star Finals). Horses competing as a six year old or over, in BSHA classes, will
retain Novice status unless they have been placed 1st — 5th at HOYS or RIHS in any OPEN Ridden
class, BSHA or otherwise, (with the exception of the Search For A Star Finals) or have won a first
prize of £25 or over in any showing class, excluding Working Show Horse Classes, Rising Star
classes and finals, Ladies Show Horse or In-Hand classes, that were Affiliated to the Association,
at home or abroad, prior to 1st January in the current year. Winnings as a four-year-old are
exempt. If a horse changes category (ie from a Hack to a Riding Horse or vice versa), it may not
revert to a Novice. Snaffle bridles may be worn for Novice classes. Novice animals must be
Registered with the Association or Exhibitors must have purchased a ‘Day Ticket’ in order to
compete in Novice classes. Horses competing in Novice classes must be ridden by the Judge,
before being asked to “strip” for conformation.
