Competitors must be in attendance at the Forge at least half an hour before the commencement of their 
round. Latecomers will be disqualified. 
 
Any competitor who has not informed the society of Restricted eligibility at the point of entry will be entered 
into the Open.   
 
Competitors must provide their own nails and tools. 
 
The competitions cannot be delayed for a striker who is acting as a striker for another competitor, or where 
the competitor is himself a striker and under these circumstances the Stewards may disqualify the 
competitor. 
 
Presentations take place on Saturday 31 May at the Forge and Exhibitors will forfeit their prize money if they 
are not in attendance at the presentation.  
 
Exhibitors attending the presentation are requested to change their shirt/t-shirt in preparation for 
photographs.
